Class 1: Social Demonstration​
Two dances to be named on the Entry Form: one in Strathspey and one in Reel or Jig time. 

Class 2: High Impact Technique​
Two dances to be named on the Entry Form: one in Strathspey and one in Reel or Jig time. 

Class 3: 13 Years Old and Under​
Two dances to be named on the Entry Form: one in Reel and one in Jig time. 

Class 4: 18 Years Old and Under​
Two dances to be named on the Entry Form: one in Strathspey and one in Reel or Jig time. 

Class 5: Improvers​
Less than 2 years of dancing experience.​
Two dances to be named on the Entry Form: one in Strathspey and one in Reel or Jig time. 

Class 6: Open Technique​
One dance from MacNab RSCDS publication. 

Class 7: Display​
This class will be judged on the entertainment value of the display through the medium of Scottish Country 
Dances.
